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A Waste Management Plan is required in order for Council to appropriately assess the Development Application 

(DA), and to ensure development is carried out in a sustainable way in accordance with the NSW Waste and

Note: Many items can be recovered or treated rather than being sent to landfill. The following items 

can be recycled at Murray River Council waste facilities: 

• Greenwaste - into mulch/ compost 

• Untreated / painted timber - into bark chips 

• Concrete – crushed for road base 

• Bricks, pavers, rocks, rubble & concrete roof tiles – crushed for road base or decorative rock 

• Ewaste – more than 95% of e-waste can be recovered and recycled 

• Cleanfill – can be used as fill 

• Scrap metal – can be recycled and made into new materials 

• Cardboard & commingled recycle – can be recycled into new materials 

• Oil – can be recycled and filtered into fresh oil. 

 

Hazardous items such as Asbestos need to be handled appropriately and should only be handled by 

licenced professionals. This plan is to ensure waste items during demolition & construction are handled
